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PURCHASING/PURCHASING AUTHORITY

The Committee declares its intention to purchase competitively without prejudice and to seek maximum educational value for every dollar expended.

The business administrator shall have responsibility for supervision of district purchasing.  He is authorized to issue a purchase order without prior approval of the Committee when formal bidding procedures are not required by law and the budget allocation for the category is adequate to cover the obligation.  For all purchasing requiring, formal bidding, the procedures shall be conducted according to requirements of M.G.L. Chapter 7, Section 30B.  The business administrator shall be the District Chief Procurement Officer.

Any commitment of funds beyond budget allocations must have prior Budget Subcommittee approval.
