Mr. Abelow called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  He welcomed Member Town Representatives and audience members.  

Mr. Turner reviewed distributed and reviewed information contained in the following documents:

· Buildings, Grounds and Technology Sub-committee Capital Bond Proposal (Revised) of July 18, 2011

· Information prepared by UniBank Fiscal Advisory Services, Inc. regarding the payoff of a proposed bond of $1,500,000, if such bond were dated and delivered on November 1, 2011 (Mr. Turner noted that bonding would allow a debt exclusion to the towns, and would be to the benefit of all.)

· Document describing capital assessments re: the bond to member towns over 5 years, based on FY’12 percentages;
· Copy of MGL Chapter 71, Section 16.

Mr. Turner then distributed a copy of an e-mail he had received from Mr. Finkle, Director of Buildings and Grounds, providing an update on the status of work to be completed prior to the opening of school.

Discussion centered on the condition of the outlying schools and the possibility of connecting the debt with the outlying school issue. It was requested that Mr. Turner provide a 3-year projection for the elementary units.

The next meeting was set for September 1, 2011, with all selectmen to be invited.
